	The upper ceiling of class strength for various classes will be as under:

	Is there any provision for admission beyond the normal admissions?
	Yes, 10 more admissions can be granted under special provisions (para 7) on first cum first serve basis till 30th September as per allocation given below:

For Secondary & Sr. secondary (IX-XII)                 -                              10

Apart from the above, 5 more admissions can be granted in each section between 10th August to 30th  November provided such candidates are the wards of Central Govt. Employees belonging to Category I or children of Project employees for Project sector’s school as per allocation given below:

NOTE: The above provisions are applicable for class I and newly opened sections for 2009-10. However, if class strength in other classes has not touched the mark of upper ceiling, the admissions can be done under special provisions/Cat. I students as mentioned in column 4 & 5 of para 8(A) of Admission Guidelines 2009.

For example: If in a particular KV the class strength of class III after 31st July in three sections is 92, the admissions can be made up to maximum ceiling of 105  in class III as per column 4 & 5 under  para 8(A) on first cum first serve basis.

	Is there any provision for children studying in 2nd shift to switch over to 1st shift?
	The Vidyalaya Management Committee of the concerned Vidyalaya is empowered to approve the transfer of children from 2nd shift to 1st shift after examining the merit of each case provided the enrolment in each section /stream of the Kendriya Vidyalaya does not violate the prescribed norm of class strength as mentioned in para 8(A) of admission guidelines.

	Is there any relaxation in over age and under age for admission in Kendriya Vidyalaya?
	There is no relaxation for admission if the child is under age i.e. for admission in class I if the child has not completed 5 years age as on 31st March of that academic session, the child is not eligible for admission. However, if the child’s age is not in excess of  2 years as compared to the qualifying age , the child is eligible for admission. No relaxation beyond two years is allowed. No such cases will be referred to KVS(HQ)/RO.

	Is there any age restriction for admission to class XI…..?
	There is no age restriction for admission to class XI provided the concerned child is seeking admission in the year of passing the class X examination. Similarly there will be no upper and lower age limit for admission to class XII provided there has been no break in the continuous study of the child after passing class X/XI.

	7
	What is the criteria for admission of Category-I if number of students apply for admission are more than the number of seats available with in the same category….?
	Cases within categories I & IV with equal number of transfers will be decided on the basis of age i.e. date of birth, if vacancies are enough to accommodate all the eligible children. For example total number of category I  children will be arranged in a chronological manner according to date of birth and if two vacancies are there in a particular class, 2 children from the top can be admitted. If 2 children tie up as per date of birth, preference shall be given to (1) sibling in the same KV, (2) A child who is residing nearer to KV and (3) Girl child /single girl child. It implies that for non transferable categories under II, III,V,VI,VII,VIII(if applicable) there would be no lottery based admission and the cases will be decided on the basis of age as applicable to Categories I & IV as per details given above.

	What is the eligibility for admission to  class II & above,
	For classes II & above except class XI there is an admission test for which candidates securing less than 33% marks in any subject would not be eligible for admission irrespective of the category in the priority, unless specified otherwise.

	Is there any concession in marks with respect to eligibility in entrance test…?
	Yes, there is a concession of 5 marks for deficiency in language ( Hindi & English), if adequate number of candidates fail to qualify in the admission test. That apart, students belonging to SC/ST and Socially & Educationally Backward classes including Minorities will be eligible for admission on securing 25% marks in aggregate.

	What are the eligible marks for admission to class X & XII…?
	The child must have obtained not less than 50% marks in class IX & XI examinations.

	What is the eligibility for admission to class XI(Science with Maths)…?
	The cut off marks for admission in Science stream with Maths would be as under:

· A minimum 55% marks in Marks.

· A minimum 55% marks in Science.

· A minimum of 60% marks in Maths & Science taken together,

· A minimum of 55% marks in aggregate of all subjects.

	What is the eligibility criteria for admission to class XI(Commerce)…?
	A student must have obtained 50% marks in aggregate of all subjects. Maths can also be offered with Commerce if the student has obtained a minimum of 55% marks in Mathematics.

	What are the provisions for admission of single female child…..?
	In class I two single female children can be admitted in each section of class as per column 4 of  para 8(A) . For admission in class VI onwards two girls ( single female children ) can be admitted per class as per column 4 of para 8(A) who obtain the minimum qualifying marks.

	Is there any quota for the Chairman of Vidyalaya Management Committees…?
	Yes, the Chairman, VMC can recommend maximum two admission cases in one class or all classes put together except in classes X & XII in an academic session.

	Can a child be admitted in any KV with transfer certificate of KV…?
	(i) If the parent has been transferred from one station to another station and his ward has been a KV student, the admission may be allowed over and above the ceiling prescribed for admission in class/section, only if there is no other KV located within the range of 05 KMs. This concession will be available to the parents of following categories only:

(a) Children of transferable Central Govt. employees.

(b) Children of transferable employees of autonomous bodies /public sector undertakings /Institutions of Higher Learning of Govt. of India.

(c) Children of transferable State Govt. employees.

(d) Children of transferable employees of autonomous bodies /public sector undertakings /Institutions of Higher Learning of the State Government.

(ii) In all other cases where transfer of the parent is not involved the admission with KV TC would be done only with the prior approval of the Asstt. Commissioner of the region provided the enrolment in the class/section does not exceed the prescribed ceiling. 

(iii) Not withstanding (i) & (ii) above, if the enrolment in the class/section to which admission is being sought for is above the ceiling prescribed, the Asstt. Commissioner of the region is empowered to grant admission in any other Kendriya Vidyalaya of the station where vacancy exists.

	Is there any special provisions for admission of  wards of KVS employees?  
	Yes, children of serving KVS employees coming on transfer or on fresh regular appointment/posting can be admitted over & above the class strength at any time of the year. But for this purpose transfer/appointment during the current academic session only shall be reckoned as transfer.

	Whether admissions to class X & XII will also be entertained simultaneously with admission to other classes.
	Yes, provided the class strength is below 40 and the candidates fulfill other requirements as given in para 5 (G &H). Admissions up to class strength of 45 may be made under Special provisions mentioned in para 7.

	Is SC/ST reservation applicable for column No. 4 i.e. Admission under special provisions till 30th Sept. 2009 under S.No. 8 of Admission Guidelines 2009-10
	No, SC/ST reservation will not be applicable to admissions under column 4(Special provisions) of  para 8(A) as these  admissions have got 10 seats allotted for each section of each class. This implies that reservation for SC/ST will be applicable on class strength mentioned in column 3 of para 8(A)-Normal admissions till 31st July. However, it is clarified that SC/ST candidates will have a share in the unreserved seats just like any other candidates. Only those SC/ST candidates who do not get admission against unreserved seats, shall be considered for admissions against the seats reserved for them.

	No, SC/ST reservation will not be applicable to admissions under column 5(Admissions between 10th August to 30th November) under para 8(A).

	No, but the children of armed forces are given first priority , there after if

	What are the minimum qualifying marks for getting pass in an admission test?

	35% in each subject. A concession not more than 5% can be granted to only one (Any) language.

	No, time limit is fixed by KVS but last dates of admission by different authorities are mentioned even than it is suggested to get admission at the earliest time possible.

	Is it compulsory to bet a TC other than KV verified by the EO/ concerned Officer of KVS (ROs)?

	What are the provisions of getting admission to class XI?
	Category wise in different streams on the basis of marks obtained in class 10th. The first priority goes to KV thereafter CBSE affiliated schools and then state boards of seats are available. No admission test is conducted for admission to class XI Minimum % are fixed for science and Commerce streams.

	What are the provisions of getting admission to classes X and XII?


	Generally No admission to these classes are granted but in cases of transfer if a child has passed his IX or XI as case may be from CBSE  syllabus and seats are available then with the due permissions of Assistant Commissioner and as keeping KVs admission guidelines in mind admissions may be granted.

	Is army school TC is valid for getting a admission directly (i.e Army School TC is at par with KV TC).
